The rest of the Student Association’s budget will be given to student organizations, according to their individual budgets, on the date set by the Finance Committee as detailed in Section 1, (a).

(d) The Finance Committee shall allocate up to, but no more than, 85% of the Student Association budget to student organizations, according to their individual budgets, on the date set by the Finance Committee as detailed in Section 1(a). The remaining funds shall be allocated to the DISCRETIONARY SPENDING FUND (Section 3)
