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PURPOSE: To proclaim the Student Association’s support for an increased amount of condom dispensers in GW residential halls.

WHEREAS The George Washington University strives to be a safe community; and
WHEREAS there is an apparent lack of distribution sites for condoms on the campus of the George Washington University; and
WHEREAS the students of the George Washington University ought to have greater access to condom dispensers on campus; and
WHEREAS we support the efforts of groups such as, but not limited to, Allied in Pride, GW College Democrats, GW National Association for the Advancement of Colored People, Organization of Latino American Students and the Racially and Ethnically Mixed Students Association; and

WHEREAS we believe that The George Washington University ought to rectify this problem; and
BE IT RESOLVED we formally call upon The George Washington University to begin a partnership with the Washington, D.C. Department of Health in order to fund and regularly maintain condom dispensers.
BE IT RESOLVED that The George Washington University Student Association recognizes the efforts of student organizations who seek this change and formally calls upon The George Washington University to install and maintain condom dispensers within residence halls.
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
